▪ In total 831 cases were confirmed in wild boars from 21 April 

2018 until 8 March 2019 in Hungary in 3 separated infected areas 

in the following counties:

Ministry of Agriculture

▪ Each risk category has different stringency of measures in respect 

to the following topics: 

Wild boars

▪ Hunting (e.g.: ban of hunting types, hunting are 

allowed only if certain conditions are met)

▪ Passive surveillance in wild boar (reporting of dead 

wild boar within 24 hours. Mandatory in all risk 

categories, medium risk and above: enhanced passive 

surveillance: searching)

▪ Reduction of the wild boar population (mainly by 

diagnostic shooting )

▪ Collection and disposal of wild boar carcasses (Found 

dead and in certain areas for shot)

▪ Active surveillance in wild boar (e.g.: healthy shot 

wild boar are tested with PCR)

▪ Movement of live wild boar

▪ Biosecurity of game farms and fenced hunting 

grounds

▪ Reduction of supplementary feeding of wild boar

Domestic pigs

▪ Review, assessment and categorization of domestic 

pig holdings and pig population (categories : large 

commercial, small commercial and backyard. All 

risk categories)

▪ Biosecurity of pig holdings (general compliance with 

biosecurity. All risk categories)

▪ Individual identification of domestic pigs (example 

in core area)

▪ Enhanced passive surveillance (submission of dead 

pigs older then 2 months old)

▪ Movement of live pigs

▪ Feed and bedding used for pigs

▪ Regular checks implemented by the animal health 

authorities to verify compliance.
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Continuous risk analysis and re-evaluation of measures

▪African swine fever expert group regularly meets
▪ risk analysis + epidemiological situation → proposal for modification of the 

different zones and measures within

▪ Role of hunters 
▪ close cooperation with  hunters, hunters’ association; represented in expert group

▪ their role in active search for wild boar carcasses – search, sampling, documentation, 

delivery to collection point for rendering of burial by pit or on spot

▪ their role in the reduction of population – diagnostic shooting of healthy animals, 

sampling, disposal (target is based on the yearly wild boar shooting plan)

▪ Hunter Training in Disease Control – individual hunting may only be performed by 

such hunter (or with the lead of them) in the infected area  

▪Awareness campaign
