Following the discussions, after reviewing the reports on the current epidemiological situation from the SGE Members[footnoteRef:2],  [2:  Belarus, Bulgaria, Estonia, Germany, Hungary, Italy, Latvia, Lithuania, Moldova, North Macedonia, Poland, Romania, Russia, Serbia, Slovakia, Ukraine ] 


The SGE ASF 20 recommends that: 

1. Field missions should be restarted now that restrictions imposed due to COVID 19 have in large part been lifted. 
The following dates were identified for on-the spot missions:
· Mission to North Macedonia: November 2022.
· Mission to Italy: February 2023.
· Mission to Germany: March 2023.
2. The list of experts for GF-TADs missions on ASF attached as Annex 1 is approved.
3. Awareness campaigns should be organized regularly to inform, educate and motivate all stakeholders in order to increase surveillance and improve reporting, enhance prevention best practices with particular focus to biosecurity and prevent further spread and introduction of ASF in new areas.
4. All countries should promote risk-based management and appropriate reduction, where relevant, of wild boar populations at regional, national and local level, in order to better prevent, control and eradicate ASF. Even in absence of ASF, long term planning is required to control and reduce wild boar populations and ensure optimal coordination of national resources involved. 
5. [bookmark: _Int_S2NyawbG]The twenty first meeting (SGE ASF21) of the Standing Group of Experts on African Swine Fever in Europe under the GF-TADs umbrella should be held in face to face format in Belgium, in June 2023. The exact date and the modalities of the meeting will be confirmed at a later stage depending on the evolution of the COVID-19 pandemic.
