Bachground

The owerarching ocbjective of the Word Organisation for Animal Health
(WOAH — founded as OIE) is 'to improwe animal health and welfare
worldwide. In support of achieving that objective, WOAH has created a set
of tools and programmes to assist s Members with strengthening their
eterinary Semnvices (V5] Taken together, this set of tooks and programmes
is known as the WOAH PWS Pathway, where PWS refers to 'Performance of
eterinary Seniices”. By avaling themselves of the varous components of
the PV5S Pathway, Members can betier implement the WOAH intemational
standards that they adopited.

The Veterinary Legislaon Support Programme (WLSP), established in 2008
fo help Members recognise and address their needs for modem,
comprehensive weterinary legislaion, 5 one component of the PVS
Pathrway. Indesd, iIn many counires, weterinary legislation is outdated and
inadequate to meet cument and future challenges. such as the growing
global demand for foods of animal ongin, increased participation in workd
trade, shifting patterns of disease associated with climate change.
emergence and re-emergence of diseases that can mpidly spread across
inmtemational  borders, the rise of antSmicrobisl resistance [(AMR) and
increased risks of biotemonism.

Veterinary legislation is an essential element of a nation's infrastructure_ it
provides the powers and authorities necessary for V5 to efficiently
carmy out their key functions in the wveterinary domain® to ensure public
safety and promote the public good. These functions nclude epidemio-
survellance; early detecion and reporting of animal and zoonotic diseases;
rapid response o and prevention and control of animal disease and food
safety emergencies; animal product food safety; the welfare of animals; and
the relevant certification of animalks and animal products for exgport.

Almost 70 Members have participated in the VLSP to date (2022).
