Timing for oral vaccination in
Republic of Moldova

Biannual ORYV distribution, in spring and in autumn.
Spring campaigns :

In March/April, only adult foxes consume the baits
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May/June preferable, to target cubs (2/3 of the population) as well as adult foxes

» Autumn campaigns : September/October
Climatic conditions. Avoid vaccination:

At temperatures below 0°C, liquid vaccine frozen

At temperatures higher than the melting point of the bait (around 30°C, melting of bait
casing, hence decrease of vaccine titre)
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Wildlife oral vaccination
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Monitoring of vaccination effectiveness

Monitoring of the vaccine consumption

Mandible examination of foxes on the presence
of tetracycline

Testing of blood serum of foxes on the presence
of virus neutralizing antibodies

Epizootic surveillance over the vaccination zone
